In the name of God Amen I Henry Lakeland of Stainforth under Bargh in the parrish of Graswel *(sic) in the County of yorke being sickly of body but in perfect memory praised be God for the same, doe make this my last will and testament in manner following; First I give my soule unto Almighty God hopeing through the  merrits of my deare Saviour Jesus Christ to be saved; And alsoe my body to be buried at(?) the discretion of my relations; Alsoe I order my debts legacies and funeral expences to be paid out of the whole; Alsoe I give unto my daughter Ellen Lakeland my dwelling house and Turfehouse thereunto adjoining, out of which I order my daughter Ellen Lakeland to pay unto my sonn Robert Lakeland the sume of five shillings, And alsoe to pay to my daughter Sarah Moorehouse the sume of five shillings; And alsoe all the goods and Cattels and household goods moveable and unmoveable I give unto my daughter Ellen Lakeland whome I doe appointe to be my Executrix of this my last will and testament; In Wittness whereof I have hereunto put my hand and seale the third day of March in the third yeare of the Raigne of our Soveraigne Lord James the second over England Scotland etc King and in the yeare of our Lord 1686 Henry Lakeland his(?) marke Wittness Chr: Browne Thomas Lakeland
