Inprimis I doe bequeath my Soule to Almightie God, my maker and redeemer & my body to be buried in the Parish Church of Giglesweek, Item I bequeath and giveth to Ellin Lupton daughter of Roger Lupton of feazor All my lands, leases or goods which I bought of John Cooke Citticen of London and all Houses and appurtenances belonging to this my Temment now in the tenour and occupation of my Husband Roger Dawson in Stainforth afforesaid. And to enter to it at the decease of my Husband paieing and dischargeing the Legacies, and bequeaths hearafter mentioned and set downe, Item, I give to my brother Francis Lupton fortie pounds Item I will and bequeath to my Sister Ann Paley wife to John Paley Fortie pounds, Item I give and bequeath to my sister Agnes Ashe  fortie pounds, Item I give and bequeath to Thomas Armitstead and his brother francis Armitstead sonnes of my Sister Elizabeth Late wife of John Armitstead fortie pounds, Item I give and bequeath to my servant James Stackhouse one close of pasture and feeding called the Summer Banke lying in the Lordshipp of Lackland more over I give and bequeath to my sister Agnes one bed of cloase and alsoe 2 pan(s)

The next line crossed through(It is my will and intent that the said Elin shall pay the sd legacies)

Lastly I ordaine the afforesaid Elin Lupton daughter to the said Roger Executor of this my last will & Testament, In testimonie whereof I have set my hand the day & yeare above written
