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I Isabell Craven widow late wife to James Craven of Stainforth deceased being of perfect remembrance do make this my last will & testament.  I bequeath my soul to Almighty god my maker, and I hope to be saved by Jesus Christ my redeemer and my body to be buried in the parish Church yard of Giggleswick and my funeral expenses being paid out of my goods and all other expenses discharged and paid I give all the rest of my said goods to be equally divided and parted between my said two daughters Isabell and Anne Craven, and I make Isabell and Anne Craven sole executors of this my last will and Testament, written the second day of June 1631 & the sixth year of king Charles’ his majesty’s reign.  Witnesses hereof Henry Foster and Richard Armitsteade .
