Also I give and devise all my lands and tenements and also all my estates for years and all my right title, claim and demand therein and thereunto to Robert Bradley my son Also my will is that my funeral expenses be paid out of my whole goods Also I give and bequeath unto my daughter Jane’s two daughters to either of them twenty shillings to be paid unto them when they come to the age of one and twenty years. Also I give unto Margaret Bankes my servant twenty shillings. The rest of my goods chattels and debts not bequeathed I give the same wholly to Robert my son and I ordain and appoint him the said Robert Bradley the sole executor of this my last will and testament these being witnesses Francis Foster John Carr William Bankes
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
